
MEMBERSHIP AT BRAY LAKE
Bray Lake is one of the countries leading water sports centres and has been in operation 
for over three decades. The Lake caters for people of all ages, abilities and  backgrounds 
and prides itself as a family friendly centre. There is an active Watersports Club and a small, 
exclusive Fishing Club.  Below you will find details about both. 

Exclusion Clause
I agree that Summerleaze Gravel Company, London Sailboards (Bray Lake) Ltd., their servants, agents, 
licensees and any other person authorised to use their land for any purpose whatsoever or performing 
duties or tasks on their behalf or for themselves shall be under no liability  whatsoever, excepting liability 
for death or personal injury resulting from negligence attributable to and fault of either Summerleaze 
Gravel Company or London Sailboards (Bray Lake) Ltd., for loss howsoever caused to any chattel or 
property of mine on or under Bray Lake or the surrounding land or other premises of Summerleaze Gravel 
Company or London Sailboards (Bray Lake) Ltd. 

Gate Key
To ensure the security and safety of both the Centre and it’s fishing members the front gate 
is locked at the end of every day.  Therefore, if you wish to have access to the Lake for night 
fishing you will require a key for the padlock. This is a security padlock and you will only be able 
to access keys through the Centre.  A £25 deposit is required which will be reimbursed when 
the key is returned at the end of your membership. Padlocks may be changed periodically and 
new keys will be issued by the Centre on return of the old key. Misplaced or lost keys can be 
replaced for an additional £25

Terms & Conditions of  Membership (Fishing Club)
Bray Lake Watersports take no responsibility for the theft of, or damage to, members vehicles, 
equipment, or valuables.
Refunds will not be given unless the Lake becomes unusable for more than two months.
Membership entitles the holder to fish from the allocated areas provided that they have all the licences 
to fish.
Bray Lake reserve the right to do spot checks.  Fishermen without a valid membership card will be 
asked to leave.
All Fishing Members are expected to behave in an appropriate manner whilst fishing at the Lake.  
Unacceptable behaviour will result in a warning from the Club Bailiff.  Any further problems will result 
in the immediate withdrawal of membership.  The member is also responsible for the conduct of 
his/her guests.
Please take all your litter home with you.
Keep your speed to a minimum whilst driving past the club house.
All gates will be locked throughout the night.  Fishing members may have access to keys but must pay 
a £25 deposit.  Please ensure the all gates are locked when entering or leaving the Lake at night.
The removal of any fish will result in the immediate withdrawal of membership.   
The Club should be advised in writing of any changes of address.
The use of boats for baiting is by arrangement only and may only be used once all other craft have left 
the water. Outboard engines are strictly prohibited and boats may not be used for fishing from.  Bray 
Lake takes no responsibility for the use and condition of such craft.  Life jackets must be worn at all 
times when using a boat.  Landing on the island is NOT permitted.
Use of the Lake for commercial activities is not permitted unless by prior arrangement with and 
agreement of the management.
Any infringement of these terms will result in withdrawal of membership without refund.
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Fishing Club
Bray Lake Fishing Club was formed by request 
from local fishermen and is a small, members only 
club. It is the intention of Bray Lake Watersports 
to provide good quality fishing in the same friendly 
manner that it provides its sailing activities. It is 
not the aim to open the Club up to everyone, but 
instead to provide an environment that allows its 
members to fully enjoy their chosen activity with 
the minimum of fuss. 
Members are allowed to fish throughout the day 
and night and use all of the Centre’s facilities, 
including showers, changing areas and cafe. 

Joining is Easy
Simply ask for a Membership Form and complete all the information. Ensure you sign the form 
to confirm that you have read the terms and conditions and exclusion clause (details can be 
found at www.braylake.com/membership and below).  If you have any questions or problems 
completing the form, a member of staff will be happy to assist.
We will require also a passport sized photo in order to issue you with a membership card. 

Watersports Club
If you’re coming down to the Centre to hire on a regular basis it pays to join the club. 
Becoming a member of the Bray Lake Watersports Club will give you discounts on hire,  
plus preferential ‘Member’s Only’ discount on purchases from the shop - perfect if you’re 
looking to buy your first set of equipment or 
upgrade your existing kit.  The Club is active and 
dynamic with short and long trips organised both 
at home and abroad.

Membership Renewal
Membership renewal will be confirmed upon receipt of a signed membership form, full 
payment and passport sized photos (2). Terms and conditions are available overleaf. Please 
be aware that your membership card can not be issued unless we have your photos.

Please provide additional information of any other fishing memberships, past or present, that 
you have and what type of fish you intend fishing for. We will then inform you as to whether 
or not your membership has been accepted. On approval we require full payment, including 
initial joining fee and passport sized photos. We will then issue you with a membership card 
which you should carry with you at all times when fishing at the Lake. 



Terms & Conditions of  Membership (Watersports Club)
Bray Lake Watersports take no responsibility for the theft of, or damage to, members vehicles, 
equipment, or valuables.
Membership runs for 12 months from month of joining. Early termination of membership by the 
member will result in any outstanding payments to be paid immediately. Refunds against membership 
are not available.
In the unlikely event that the Lake becomes unusable for more than two months it may be possible 
to obtain either an extension on membership or a refund.
Complete novices are not allowed to use the Lake except as part of a beginners course organised 
and run by Bray Lake Watersports.
Tuition may only be undertaken by Bray Lake Watersports. 
The member is personally responsible for the conduct (both on and off the water) of his or her guests 
and for ensuring that they have read and agreed to the terms and conditions.
Landing on the island and entering the nature reserves is not permitted.
Watersports members are respectfully reminded that they share the Lake with Fishing Club members 
and that they should avoid the anglers swims when ever possible.
Use of the Lake for commercial activities is not permitted unless by prior arrangement with Bray Lake 
Watersports.
Members must ensure that they, their craft and their guests are covered by insurance in respect of 
third party claims.
The launch ticket entitles the registered craft to be sailed/paddled by the member, additional member 
or friend who must be a competent sailor/paddler.   
Equipment storage at the Lake is for valid members only. Equipment left at the Lake after  membership 
has lapsed will be removed by Bray Lake Watersports, sold and proceeds raised will be offset against 
membership costs.
Equipment stored at the Lake is done at the sole risk of the member. 
The Club should be advised in writing of any changes of address or equipment.
Notice of membership renewal will be given one month in advance of the renewal date.
Any infringement of these terms will result in withdrawal of membership without refund.
